1. Title of the practice: Academic Excellence through Academic Audit:

Best Practice (B):
1. Title of the practice: Exposure to recent trends in industry through academic flexibility.
2. Objectives of the practice: To provide academic flexibility and teach the recent and need-based
technical courses; opportunity to work in industry; inculcate interdisciplinary/ multidisciplinary
competencies.

3. The Context: Curriculum revision.

4. The practice: There are two separate curriculum structures from fifth semester onward to
achieve the objectives of scheme.
